DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES:  Assists in tearing down and reassembling such components as gear boxes, detector assemblies, deck and rake assemblies.  Disassembles, cleans parts and performs necessary repairs under supervision.  Makes minor repairs such as adjusting and replacing parts on other components of the pinsetter, automatic ball returns, telescore units, telefoul units, automatic ball cleaners and lane maintenance machines.  Maintains and repairs bowling lanes, approaches, kickbacks, pin decks, pit area and bowling pins.  Maintains all areas of the Bowling Center to ensure a clean and healthful atmosphere for the patrons at all times.
QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Fully qualified candidates must have 6 months experience using hand tools and knowledge of electrical wiring repair.
