Makes cold sandwich fillings. Prepares food by peeling, chopping, grinding, paring, cutting, slicing, dicing, pureeing, dredging, flouring, or breading. Weighs, measures, and assembles ingredients menu items. Mixes ingredients according to recipes. Operates a variety of kitchen equipment , disassembles, cleans and assembles component parts and accessories, following appropriate safety procedures. Uses and cleans a variety of cooking utensils to measure, weigh, and process food items. Cleans, stores, and maintains all equipment and work areas after each use. Follows established sanitation procedures when handling food.  Ensures that foods are stored at the correct temperatures. 
QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Fully qualified candidates will have 6 months experience in a restaurant or industrial kitchen with duties of cooking, prepping food, and cleaning.
PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  Applicants must be physically and mentally able to efficiently perform the essential functions of the position without hazard to themselves or others.  Must be able to lift 40 pounds.
