DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES:  Cleans rooms, corridors, stairways, and other areas. Sweeps, mops, vacuums, scrubs, strips and polishes using light and heavy duty powered equipment. Operates industrial equipment to clean rugs, drapes, etc. Performs routine maintenance of equipment.  Cleans, disinfects and deodorizes toilet facilities. Cleans, and dusts assigned areas. Empties trash. Washes walls, windows, blinds and ceiling fixtures using ladders, scaffolds and safety belt. Moves heavy furniture.  Maintains stock of cleaning supplies to perform assigned duties.  

QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:  Candidates should have the ability to sweep, mop, clean bathrooms, move furniture, etc.  Ability to follow directions.
