Custodial Tasks


Tasks. Tasks shall be performed at the locations shown at TE-1.1-SPEC, and frequencies shown for each facility, and shall consist of the task listed for specified spaces.  Furniture or other equipment (including waste containers) shall be moved while performing basic tasks and shall be returned to their original position upon completion of the task. Performance requirements for these tasks include: 



Task 01.  Damp Mopping.  Floors shall be damp mopped by the use of a cotton mop, detergent solution and clean water in a leak proof bucket.  Floors including stairways and landings shall be damp mopped to remove dirt, stains, scuff marks and soil.  Gum and tar shall be removed.  Damp mopping should not begin until immediately after the floor has been swept and all loose soil has been removed.  Only moist or damp mops shall be applied to the floor.  Applications of free water sufficient to stand on the floor or seep into flooring joints and sub-flooring shall not be permitted.  All floors shall be mopped with an approved disinfectant and clean water.  Floors mopped with plain water will not satisfy this requirement.



Task 02.  Sweeping/Dust Mopping. Sweeping/Dust mopping consists of dry mopping floors with a treated dust mop designed to pickup dust and small debris on concrete/quarry tile, terrazzo, wood, and resilient flooring.  The surface shall be swept or dust mopped to remove dirt, streaks, and smears. 



Task 03.  Stripping and Rewaxing Floors.  Resilient flooring shall be stripped to remove all built-up wax and embedded dirt prior to rewaxing.  After application of wax, areas shall be buffed sufficiently for maximum gloss and uniform sheen from wall to wall, including corners.  The rewaxed floor shall be clean.  Furniture and other equipment moved during floor stripping and rewaxing shall be returned to their original positions.



Task 04.  Spray Buffing Floors. Floors shall be swept, damp mopped and rinsed with plain clean water to remove all loose dirt and marks.  Touchup waxing shall be applied in a very light application of wax and then spray buffing with clear water using a machine scrubber. After spray buffing the floor shall be free of embedded dirt and marks and have a uniform shine. 



Task 05.  Vacuuming Carpets and Rugs.  Carpeted areas and rugs shall be vacuumed free of all soil and debris.  Chairs, trash cans, entrance and floor mats, ash cans and other movable items shall be tilted or moved to vacuum underneath.   Upon the removal of all soil and debris all carpets shall be sprayed with a static guard substance approved by the COR.



Task 06.  Shampooing Carpets and Rugs.  Carpets and rugs shall be shampooed clean and free from odors using the method recommended by the Carpet and Rug Institute for the type of carpet on the floor being cleaned.  After completing the shampooing process the furniture or other equipment moved for the shampooing shall be returned to their original positions.  The carpet shall then be sprayed with a static guard substance that has bee approved by the COR.



Task 07.  Ceilings, Wiping/Washing. Washing ceilings,  shall  consist of wiping the surface with water and a cleaning solution. For areas over 7' in height a ladder is used and all safety precautions are utilized.  The method of cleaning an area or the solution to be used shall be determined by the amount of residue to be removed.



Task 08.  Doors, Door and Window Frames and Woodwork/Washing. Washing of door and window frames and woodwork shall consist of wiping the surface with water and a cleaning solution. For areas over 7' in height a ladder is used and all safety precautions are utilized.  The method of cleaning an area or the solution to be used shall be determined by the amount of residue to be removed.



Task 09.  Windows, Wash.  The Contractor shall clean interior and exterior glass surfaces, window frames, sills and sashes.  All glass surfaces shall be clean upon completion of services.  Where storm windows exist, exterior window cleaning shall include both sides of the storm window and the outside of the inner window.



Task 10.  Empty Glass Panels and Glass Doors, Wash  Glass doors and glass panels surrounding doors shall be cleaned on the interior and exterior surfaces. All glass surfaces shall be clean and free from streaks and dirt upon completion of services.



Task 11.  Drinking Fountains Wash/Disinfect . Contractor employees shall report leaking, broken, stopped up, or over flowing drinking fountains immediately to the Project Manager who in turn shall notify the COR.  The contractor shall disinfect all porcelain and polished metal surfaces to include orifice, drain, and plumbing.  The entire fountain and surrounding area shall be free from streaks, dust, stains, spots and all obvious soil. 



Task 12.  Lunch Tables, Play Tables and Counter Tops - Wash. All tables and counters shall be wiped clean with a multipurpose disinfectant detergent solution using a cloth or sponge.  Tables, counters and pigeon holes shall then be wiped dry with a clean soft cloth. 



Task 13.  Blinds Cleaning. All blinds shall be wiped with a cloth.  Slats shall be turned flat and cleaned with a detergent solution followed by wiping with a cloth dampened in clean water.



Task 14.  Cleaning Walk-Off Mats.  Each time floors are swept/dust mopped and/or vacuumed, walk-off mats that may be in that area shall be cleaned.  Soil and moisture underneath mats shall be removed and the floor cleaned as appropriate along with the rest of the floor.  The mats shall be returned to their original locations afterwards.  The Contractor shall report, in writing, to the COR, all walk-off mats that are worn out to the point of being ineffective, or missing.



Task 15.  Emptying Waste Containers. The contractor shall empty four large waste containers per facility that are located in break areas, restrooms, outside a facility and located within ten (10) feet outside a facility or in a connecting ramp, for facilities designated for service “Weekly 4 cans/bldg.”.  All other facilities shall have all trash removed as designated.  The containers shall be emptied, cleaned, disinfected and new plastic liners inserted. Waste that is collected shall be placed in a leak proof container until deposed of in the nearest outside trash collection point.  Waste that falls on the floor and outside grounds during waste removal shall be picked up and disposed of by the Contractor. Plastic trash bags shall not be used to gather trash in buildings.  At no time shall accumulated trash be allowed to rest on carpeted surfaces.



Task 16.  Furniture/Pew Cleaning. Church pews cleaning is the process of applying furniture polish to remove dirt and to leave a gloss or sheen, but not an oily or sticky surface.  Polish shall not harm varnish or enamel.  Furniture polish shall not be used on formica surfaces.  Formica surfaces shall be wiped off with a damp soft cloth to remove  smudges, dirt, stains and finger prints.  All plastic or imitation leather coverings shall be wiped off with an approved cleaner that will not harm the finish, using a soft cloth, following manufactures instructions.  Cloth or upholstered furniture shall be vacuumed and dusted to remove soil, small debris and cobwebs.  



Task 17.  Restroom Floors- Wash/Disinfect  Restroom floors and floor drains shall be cleaned with a disinfectant.  Floors shall be  damp mopped by the use of a cotton mop, detergent solution and clean water in a leak proof bucket.  Commodes are not to be used as mop buckets.  Floors shall be damp mopped to remove dirt, stains, scuff marks and soil.  Gum and tar shall be removed.  Damp mopping should not begin until immediately after the floor has been swept and all loose soil has been removed.  Only moist or damp mops shall be applied to the floor.  Applications of free water sufficient to stand on the floor or seep into flooring joints and sub-flooring shall not be permitted.  All floors shall be mopped with an approved disinfectant and clean water.  Floors mopped with plain water will not satisfy this requirement.



Task 18.  Restroom Walls - Wash/Disinfect  Washing  walls,  shall  consist of wiping the surface with water and a cleaning solution. For areas over 7' in height a ladder is used and all safety precautions are utilized.  The method of cleaning an area or the solution to be used shall be determined by the amount of residue to be removed.



Task 19.  Restroom Partitions, Wash/Disinfect.  All metal and wood partitions shall be cleaned with a soft cloth using the appropriate cleaner for the surface being cleaned.  Formica shall be washed with a detergent/water solution.  



Task 20.  Rest-Room Plumbing Fixtures, Wash and Disinfect.  Restroom fixtures, including water closets, urinals, lavatories, and sinks shall be cleaned inside and outside utilizing a disinfectant.  Brushes, sponges, and cloths that have been used to clean urinals and lavatories shall not be used in any other area.  Water heaters located in restrooms shall be wiped clean, and be free of residue. 



Task 21.  Restock Restroom Supplies.  Supplying restrooms shall include inspecting, replenishing, and cleaning supply dispensers.  Restroom supplies shall include, but not limited to, paper towels, toilet tissue, seat liners and soap.  The Contractor shall stock restrooms with sufficient supplies to insure that the supplies will last until the next scheduled cleaning.  If dispensers become empty before the next scheduled servicing, the Contractor shall replenish them at no additional cost to the Government.  After servicing all restroom containers shall be full.  Part rolls of toilet paper and part open packages of towels may be left, but dispensers shall be full.



Task 22.  Light Fixture Cleaning.  Light Fixture Globes, reflectors, covers, diffusers, and plastic side panels cleaning, is the act of cleaning dust, debris, cobwebs and foreign matter from light bulbs and frames.  Light fixture cleaning usually requires the use of a ladder. Fixtures may be cleaned using a bucket, water, detergent and a soft cloth or sponge, or by using an approved glass cleaner and soft cloth.  If fixtures are cleaned using the water method, all surfaces must be dried before being replaced.  The method of cleaning should depend upon the types and layers of dirt and debris.  After washing and reassembling, light fixtures shall be clean.



Task 23.  Showers, Wash/Disinfect.  If present, shower stall rooms, bathtubs, and locker/dressing rooms shall be considered part of the Restrooms, and cleaned accordingly. All showers shall be cleaned inside and outside utilizing a disinfectant.  Brushes, sponges, and cloths that have been used to clean urinals and lavatories shall not be used in the shower area.



Task 24.  Sidewalks, Sweep, and Pickup Debris.  Sweeping sidewalks. Sweeping consists of using a heavy duty commercial type broom.  Household type brooms shall not be used. All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side.



Task 25.  Outside Drinking Fountains, Wash Disinfect.   The Contractor shall clean all drinking fountains located with in the fenced parameter of a facility that requires service.  Contractor employees shall report leaking, broken, stopped up, or over flowing drinking fountains immediately to the Project Manager who in turn shall notify the COR.  The contractor shall disinfect all porcelain and polished metal surfaces to include orifice, drain, and plumbing.  The entire fountain and surrounding area shall be free from streaks, dust, stains, spots and all obvious soil.



Task 26.  Play Yards, Sweep and pick up Debris.  Play yard surfaces, play area mats located outside of Child Care Facilities shall be cleaned of all dirt, sand and debris. Movable toys shall be moved, the area cleaned, and the toys returned to their original position.



Task 27.  Building and Surrounding Areas, Pickup.  Cleaning consists of picking up all litter, paper trash, pop cans, empty bottles, cigarette butts, leaves, and other refuse type litter, bagging it, and placing it in the nearest trash dumpster or trash compactor.



Task 28.  Entrances to Buildings, Sweep and Pickup.  Sweeping entrances to buildings consists of using a heavy duty commercial type broom suitable for the purpose.  Household type brooms shall not be used. All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side. Door and stair egress shall not be blocked with sand and debris. 



Task 29.  Ramps/Steps and Stair way Areas, Sweep and Pickup.  Sweeping platforms and Landings consists of using a heavy duty commercial type broom suitable for the purpose.  Household type brooms shall not be used. All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side. Sweeping entrances to buildings consists of using a heavy duty commercial type broom suitable for the purpose.  Household type brooms shall not be used. All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side.  Stair egress shall not be blocked with sand and debris. 



Task 30.  Sand-urns, Sift Sand. Sand in urns shall be sifted to remove all tobacco products.



Task 31.  Sand-urns, Replace Sand.   Sand in Urns shall be replaced with a product specifically designed for this purpose.  The product used shall be submitted  to the COR for approval.



Task 32.  Ashtrays, Empty and Clean.  An ash tray is any container used for the disposal of tobacco products.  All ashtrays located within ten (10) feet of the exterior of a facility requiring service, are included.



Task 33.  Kitchen Equipment, Stoves, Ovens, Refrigerators (Exterior Surface), Damp Wipe.  




a. Cleaning Ranges.  Replace burned out light bulbs.  Clean outside, including all metal portions of the burners and broiler pans.  DO NOT disconnect wiring.




b. Cleaning Refrigerators.  Refrigerators shall be cleaned outside.  After cleaning, plug unit back into electrical socket. 



Task 34.  Kitchen Type Sinks, Wash/Scour.  All inside of sinks, sink trim and fixtures shall be cleaned to include removing stains, debris and streak marks.  



Task 35.  Small Appliances, Damp Wipe.




a.   Cleaning Microwaves.   Clean inside and out including oven racks.  Move microwave away from the wall and clean under and behind microwave oven.




b.  Cleaning Dishwashers. All dishwashers shall be cleaned inside including front panel.




c.  Cleaning Garbage Disposals.  All garbage disposals shall be cleaned around the intake, free of debris inside, to include removing and cleaning the underside of the rubber splash guard.



Task 36.  Washer and Dryers, Damp Wipe.  Upon completion of services, washers and dryers shall be clean inside and outside.  Dryer vent screens shall be cleaned to allow an unobstructed flow of air.  Remove screen panels from electrical dryers to remove excess lint that could become flammable.  The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing when filters are broken and vents require cleaning.



Task 37.  Counter Tops and Shelves, Wash.  Counters and shelves shall be wiped clean inside and outside with a multipurpose disinfectant detergent solution using a cloth or sponge.  All areas shall then be wiped dry with a clean soft cloth.



Task 38.  Pigeon Holes and Cubbies, Wash.   All pigeon holes, shall be wiped clean with a multipurpose disinfectant detergent solution using a cloth or sponge, then be wiped dry with a clean soft cloth.



Task 39.  Infant Furniture, High Chairs, Playpens, Wash/Disinfect.    Equipment used specifically for the care of children e.g. mats, tables, chairs, and high-chairs shall be washed inside and outside utilizing a disinfectant and shall be free from odor. Upon washing the equipment shall be wiped dry with a clean cloth.



Task 40.  Walls in Child Activity Spaces, Wash. Washing walls,  shall  consist of wiping the surface with water and a cleaning solution. For areas over 7' in height a ladder is used and all safety precautions are utilized.  The method of cleaning an area or the solution to be used shall be determined by the amount of residue to be removed.



Task 41.  Paper Towels, Restock in all Rooms of Child Care Facility.
  All dispensers for paper towels shall be cleaned and in good working order.  The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing when replacement dispensers are needed.  The Contractor shall stock dispensers with sufficient supplies to insure that the supplies will last until the next scheduled service.  If dispensers become empty before the next scheduled servicing, the Contractor shall replenish them at no additional cost to the Government.

Appendix B

Standards for Custodial Service

General.  For Child Care facilities the caliber of the cleaning service desired shall be hospital grade quality and conform to AR608-10, Chapter 5-37.

The standards of quality for the associated tasks are as follows:


 Task 01.  Damp Mopping Standards.  A satisfactorily damp mopped floor has an evenly cleaned surface that is free of dirt, dust, mop streaks, film, dirt, residue, debris, or standing water.  All mop marks on baseboards and furniture must be removed.  When floors cannot be cleaned by damp mopping, they shall be scrubbed to achieve the required standard.


Task 02.  Dust Mopping/Sweeping Standard.  Floors and stairways shall be free of all dust streaks, dirt, grit and debris in corners, behind doors, under desks, tables, benches, radiators, and other furniture (except permanently located units such as safes and filing cabinets that have full floor bearing).  Removal of chewing gum or other foreign matter is considered a portion of sweeping.


Task 03.  Stripping and Waxing Surfaces Standard. 



a.  Stripping: A properly stripped surface has all wax/sealer removed down to the flooring material.  Floor is left free of all dirt, dust, stains, cleaning solutions, and standing water, leaving the floor with a uniform appearance when dry.  All splashes on baseboards, walls, and furniture shall be removed.



b.  Waxing:  A properly waxed floor shall have a thin, even coat of slip-resistant wax.  Floors shall be clean and bright in all areas, up to and including corners and under furniture.  Wax shall be buffed to a uniform sheen, leaving no streaks or heavy brush marks.  If a self-polishing wax is used and a uniform sheen is achieved, buffing is not required.


Task 04.  Reconditioning Waxed Surfaces (Buffing) Standard. Dust mopping and damp mopping with clean water solution shall be done before buffing.  All resilient floor areas will be buffed sufficiently for maximum gloss and uniform sheen without striking and visible embedded dirt. Properly reconditioned surfaces shall have waxed areas buffed sufficiently with additional waxing as required for maximum gloss.  When completed the surface shall have a uniform, clean appearance.


Task 05.  Vacuuming Standard.  A properly vacuumed carpet, rug or floor is free from dust, cobwebs, grit lint, and debris in corners, behind doors, on balusters, under desks, tables, benches and other furniture (except permanently located equipment, such as safes and filing cabinets, which have full floor bearing).  Removing chewing gum or other foreign matter is a part of vacuuming. Detailing carpets or rugs shall be accomplished by vacuuming with edging tool around edge of carpet, desk legs, bookshelves, filing cabinets, etc.


Task 06.  Shampooing Standard.  A properly shampooed carpet or rug shall be vacuumed first to remove all loose dirt and debris.  All carpets shall be free of dirt, streaks, stains and spots and shall be cleaned in accordance with the Carpet and Rug Institute recommended method for the type of carpet being cleaned.  If a wet method is used for cleaning, all water shall be removed.


Task 07.  Ceiling, Wiping/Washing Standard.  Ceilings are free of all dust, dirt, sand, film, streaks, smudges, lint, cobwebs, debris and other debris.


Task 08.  Doors, Door and Window Frames and Woodwork, Washing Standard. Doors, walls, trim, woodwork, solid partitions, shelves, baseboards, and handrails/stair rails including their component parts are free of dirt, dust, water marks, film, streaks, smudges, lint, cobwebs, and other debris.


Task 09.  Window Washing Standard.  A washed window/door pane and frame is free of dirt, film, smudges, streaks, stains, and other debris both inside and outside.  


Task 10.  Empty Glass Panels and Glass Doors Cleaning Standard.  All glass is cleaned when all accessible surfaces and adjacent surfaces are without streaks, film, smudges, deposits, stains, scratches, dirt, streaks, lint and cobwebs.


Task 11.  Drinking Fountain Cleaning Standard.  A cleaned drinking fountain has all metal surfaces free of deposits of tarnish.  All metal cleaners are removed from all surfaces and the metal has an even shine.


Task 12.  Washing Standard for Lunch Tables, Children's Furniture and Chairs.  Washed/cleaned lunch tables, children's furniture and chairs are free of all dirt, dust, crumbs, paper sacks, cans, bottles, smudges, food deposits, and other debris.  All areas are wiped dry with a clean cloth.


Task 13.  Venetian Blind Care Standard.  Cleaned venetian blinds are free of all dirt, dust, smudges, film, lint and cobwebs.


Task 14.  Walk-Off Mat Cleaning Standard.  Walk-off mats are free of dirt, sand, grit, streaks, stains, and cleaning spots.  Soiled walk-off mats are replaced with clean walk-off mats when the above standard is not met.  Soil and moisture is removed from underneath mats each time this standard is met.


Task 15.  Trash Container Care Standard.  Trash containers are emptied, cleaned, left dry, free of sludge, deposit, dirt, streaks, and odors and have clean plastic bags installed.  The term "trash container" refers to containers used for the collection of waste paper and debris, including swing top containers, GI cans, waste paper baskets, and similar containers located inside and outside of a facility.


Task 16.  Furniture/Pew Cleaning Standard.  Furniture and church pews are polished and free of dirt, dust, streaks, lint, cobwebs, and stains.  Cushioned seats are vacuumed and free of dirt , cobwebs and debris.


Task. 17.  Restroom Floors Cleaning Standard.  Floors are cleaned and disinfected to remove all spots, streaks, and soap deposits..  Floor areas within the immediate area of urinals and toilets bowls are cleaned to ensure areas are kept odor free. 


Task 18.  Restroom Walls Cleaning Standard. Walls are free of all stains and spots.   Walls within the immediate area of urinals and toilets bowls are cleaned to ensure areas are kept odor free.  Walls shall be cleaned and disinfected to remove all spots, streaks, and soap deposits.  


Task 19.  Restroom Partition Cleaning Standard.  Partitions, and partition doors, are free of all stains and spots. Areas within the immediate area of urinals and toilets bowls are cleaned to ensure areas are kept odor free.  All partition enclosures  shall be cleaned and disinfected to remove all spots, streaks, and soap deposits.  


Task 20.  Restroom Plumbing Fixtures Cleaning Standard.  Restroom utility spaces having flat surfaces shall be dusted and wiped clean to include washbasins, utility sinks, toilet bowls, seats, urinals, plumbing fixtures, air vents, mirrors, and dispensers shall be cleaned and disinfected each time restrooms or utility spaces are cleaned.  Areas shall be odor free.  Fixtures shall be cleaned and disinfected to remove all spots, streaks, and soap deposits. 


Task 21.  Restock Restroom Standard.  Paper products, soap, and deodorizers are constantly replenished to ensure that the dispensers are never empty.  Dispensers shall be cleaned and disinfected each time restrooms or utility spaces are cleaned.


Task 22.  Cleaning Standard for Light Fixtures.  Fluorescent fixtures have louvers and fluorescent tubes that are bright, free of dust, stain, dirt deposits, cobwebs, and cleaning marks.  Light fixtures (other than fluorescent) with the globe, shade or plastic type panels shall be free of dirt, dust, grit, lint, cobwebs, stains, other deposits, and cleaning marks both inside and outside.


Task 23.  Shower Cleaning Standard.   Shower enclosures, shower walls, and shower floors shall be cleaned in disinfected to remove all spots, streaks, and soap deposits.  Shower mats are cleaned and disinfected.


Task 24.  Sidewalks, Sweeping and Debris Pickup Standard.  Sidewalks are free of sand and debris.  Sand and debris are picked up and placed in an approved container. Areas adjacent to the sidewalks do not contain debris swept off side walks.


Task 25.  Outside Drinking Fountains Cleaning Standard.  Drinking fountains  are cleaned and free of all stains, markings, deposits, and debris.  Porcelain and metalwork are clean and have a uniform shine.


Task 26.  Play Yards, Cleaning Standard.   Play yards shall be free of all dirt, grit and debris in corners, behind doors, under children's toys, tables, benches.   Removal of chewing gum or other foreign matter is considered a portion of sweeping.


Task 27.  Building Surrounding Areas Cleaning Standard.  Building surrounding areas shall be cleared of all litter, paper trash, pop cans, empty bottles, cigarette butts, leaves, and other refuse type litter.  It shall be bagged, and placed it in the nearest trash dumpster or trash compactor.


Task 28.  Entrances to Buildings Cleaning Standard.  Sweeping entrances to buildings shall be of all debris.  All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side. Door and stair egress shall not be blocked with sand and debris. 


Task 29.  Ramps/Steps and Stairway Areas Cleaning Standard. Ramps and stairway areas shall be of all debris.  All debris collected shall be put into an approved container and not swept off to the side. Stair egress shall not be blocked with sand and debris. 


Task 30.  Sand Urn Cleaning Standard.  Urns are free of ashes, deposits, stains and debris.  Cleaned urns are free of cigarette butts and debris. Sand is clean and free of all debris.


Task 31.  Sandurns Replacement Of Sand, Standard.  Sand in Urns is replaced with  an approved product.


Task 32.  Ash Tray Cleaning Standard.  Ash Trays are free of ashes, deposits, stains and debris.  


Task 33.  Kitchen Equipment, Stoves, Ovens, Refrigerators Cleaning Standard.  




a.  Cleaning Ranges. Burned out light bulbs are replaced.  Cleaned outside, including all metal portions of the burners and broiler pans to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. Wiring not disconnected.




b.  Cleaning Refrigerators.  Refrigerators shall be cleaned outside and be free of all streaks, stains and debris. Wiring not disconnected.


Task 34.  Kitchen Type Sinks Cleaning Standard.  All inside of sinks, sink trim and fixtures shall be free of stains, debris and streak marks.  


Task 35.  Small Appliances Cleaning Standard.  




a. Cleaning Microwaves.   Cleaned inside and out including oven racks and under and behind microwave oven.  Microwaves are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. Wiring not disconnected.




b. Cleaning Dishwashers. All dishwashers shall be cleaned inside including front panel.  Dishwashers are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. Wiring not disconnected.




c. Cleaning Garbage Disposals.  All garbage disposals shall be cleaned around the intake, free of debris inside, to include removing and cleaning the underside of the rubber splash guard.  Garbage Disposals are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. Wiring not disconnected.


Task 36.  Washer and Dryer Cleaning Standard.  Upon completion of services, washers and dryers shall be clean inside and outside.  Dryer vent screens shall be cleaned to allow an unobstructed flow of air.  Excess lint shall be removed from panels. Broken filters and vents that require cleaning are reported to the Contracting Officer. 


Task 37.  Counter Tops and Shelves Cleaning Standard. Counters and shelves shall be clean inside and outside, with all areas wiped dry.  All areas are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. 


Task 38.  Pigeon Holes and Cubbies, Cleaning Standard.  Pigeon holes and cubbies shall be clean inside and outside, with all areas wiped dry.  All areas are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. 


Task 39.  Infant Furniture, High Chairs, Playpens, Cleaning Standard.    Equipment specifically for the care of children e.g. mats, tables, chairs, and high-chairs shall be clean inside and outside, with all areas wiped dry.  All areas are to be free of all streaks, stains and debris. 


Task 40.  Walls in Child Activity Spaces Cleaning Standard. All areas are to be disinfected and free of all streaks, stains and debris.


Task 41.  Paper Towels, Restocking Standard.  All dispensers shall stocked with sufficient supplies to insure that the supplies will last until the next scheduled service.  
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
