FIRE PROTECTION OPERATING PLANS AND PROCEDURES;
1.  Operating Plan and Procedure.


a.  Proposed work schedules for all personnel.


b.  Operation of the fire alarm communications center,  including the following:

· Manning.

· Proper response to emergencies.

· Proper handling of all communications.

· Dispatch of apparatus.

· Testing of alarm receiving equipment.

· Maintenance of operations log book.


c.  Structural/Vehicle fire suppression, including the following:

· Response to fire incidents or potential incidents.

· Preparation of Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) on apparatus 


dispatch, suppression procedures/operations, notification of key personnel, and

request for mutual aid.

· Investigation of fires, preparation of fire reports and technical

investigations.

· Preparation and utilization of pre-fire plans for major buildings or

hazardous areas.


d.  Crash rescue response, including the following:

· Preparation of complete SOP on apparatus dispatch, positioning of 


apparatus, and rescue procedures.

· Notification of medical services, military police and other key

personnel.

· Investigation and reporting of non-flight fire incidents.

· Standby during emergencies or hazardous situations.


e.  Inspection and testing of fire fighting vehicles, preventive maintenance, and repair.


f.  Natural fire cover suppression. 


g.  Fire prevention inspections.


h.  Maintenance of administrative files including daily log, training records, 

correspondence, project review records, and other records incidental to department 

operations.


i.  Review of all construction project plans and specifications and providing 

technical comments to the COR.


j.  Annual testing of fire fighting pumping apparatus.


k.  Monthly rotation of hose loads on pumping apparatus and maintenance of hose.


l.  Fire station housekeeping.


m.  Inspection, testing, and maintenance of automatic sprinklers and standpipes in 

accordance with TM 5-695.


n.  Inspection, testing, and maintenance of fire alarm systems in accordance with TM 5-695.


o.  Emergency response to non-fire related incidents such as vehicle accidents, 

natural disasters, and other situations where life and property may be in jeopardy.


p.  Conducting fire hydrant flow test and recording of data.


q.  Servicing, testing, repairing, and replacing fire extinguishers in facilities.

Refilling of various types of extinguishers will be required. Present inventory of

extinguishers is approximately 1000 pressurized water, 250 dry chemical, 2100 carbon 

dioxide, and 121 Halon systems.


r.  Control of hazardous processes including welding, spray painting, defueling, or 

other similar operations that are conducted in non-standard facilities designed for these 

operations.


s.  Scheduling and conducting fire evacuation drills at hospitals, places of public

 assembly, child care centers, and other buildings having a high potential for loss of life.


t.  Fire safety public education, including briefings for quarters occupants, articles 

for newspapers and bulletins, special interest bulletins, classes, and demonstrations.
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
