1.  The below listed insecticides are authorized for use throughout Medical Treatment Facilities to include areas occupied by patients.  Personnel should be removed from area during treatment and remain outside until pesticide has completely dried.  If dust formulations are the only chemicals used, personnel may re-enter immediately after application.

Before pesticides are applied in these areas, the cause of the infestation shall be determined and non-chemical control measures investigated.
