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SECTION C.8

VEHICLE AND WEAPONS REGISTRATION
AND SCHOOL CROSSING GUARDS
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C.8.1  Vehicle and Weapons Registration.  The contractor shall operate and maintain a centralized vehicle and weapons registration center located at the In/Out Processing Center, Building 312. The Government will provide a work area/cubicle, desks, chairs, and filing cabinet. The Government will provide internet access to the contractor for accessing a Government database registration program. Hours of operation shall coincide with the established hours of the In/Out Processing Center, normally Monday through Friday, 9 hours per day, with 1 hour for lunch..
C.8.1.1  Tasks:  The contractor shall:

a. Furnish all supplies and equipment required unless otherwise specified as government furnished.  

b.  Comply with all applicable publications, policies, and procedures.  

c.  Ensure required favorable local and national background check of contractor personnel responsible for updating personal data; updating of personal data is accomplished.

d.  Provide post vehicle registration to all eligible persons with privately owned vehicles, providing they meet the established post/state/federal regulatory requirements.

e.  Update and maintain a combination manual/automated vehicle/weapons/bicycle registration system of all eligible persons with privately owned vehicles, weapons, and bicycles on post.

f.  Use Government approved registration forms and Government provided registration database.

g.  Keep data current, accurate, and uniform so as to maximize the capabilities of the database being used.

h.  Cross-reference files and information between manual and automated registration systems.


i.  Procure and maintain a 90-day supply of Government approved forms and stickers. 

j.  Provide general information to visitors relative to applicable NTC vehicle, weapons, and bicycle registration. 


k.  Provide occasional database generated print outs on request.

l. Maintain the Vehicle Registration/Driving Record Card and annotate points assessed by the Magistrate Court. The Provost Marshal Office will provide information.

m. Register weapons/firearms on the installation.  Review proof of ownership, issue and maintain control documents and advise those registering weapons of Installation/State requirements in accordance with the applicable post/state/federal laws, i.e., California Penal Code (CPC), California Vehicle Code (CVC), Army Regulations (AR’s), and National Training Center Regulation (NTC REG).

C.8.1.2   Standards:
a.  Adequacy of overall records. 

b.  Accuracy and conformance with instructions and procedures

c.  Courtesy and behavior toward the general public.  

d.  Maintain clean tidy work area.  Report all defective equipment.
e.  Compliance with Army Regulation 190-5, “Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision”.

f.  Compliance with NTC REG 190-5 entitled, “Military Police Motor Vehicle Traffic and Vehicle Registration”.

g.  Compliance with NTC REG 190-1,  “Retention, Possession, Storage and Use of Non -Government owned Weapons and Ammunition”.

C.8.1.3  Workload.  See TE C.8-1-WL.

C.8.2   Crossing Guard.  The contractor shall provide traffic control school crossing guard services for the installation. The contractor shall comply with all applicable publications, policies, and procedures contained in the Technical Exhibits (TE). Unless otherwise specified, hours of operation are Monday through Friday, excluding legal holidays, 0700-0810 and 1430-1510.  During half-day schedule, the time will change from 1430-1510 to 1145-1220.

C.8.2.1  Tasks:  The contractor shall:

a.  Provide crossing guards at the eight (8) locations identified in TE C.8.2-WL for approximately 180 school days per year.
b.  Ensure personnel acting as crossing guards are qualified/capable to administer CPR/First Aid.

c.  Ensure pedestrians, which are primarily school children, stop at the crossing point until traffic is stopped.  

d.  Ensure guard instructs pedestrians to cross the street in an orderly fashion after the traffic is stopped.
e.  Ensure that the crossing guard ensures that all pedestrians have safely cleared the street before allowing traffic to resume.

f.  Report any and all situations or violations that endanger public safety, whether the action (inaction) is taken by a motorist or a pedestrian. Reporting shall be a hand written record of the incident given to the desk sergeant at Building 326 or a phone call to the desk sergeant at extension 4444 at the end of the work shift.

g.  Ensure guards wear a reflectorized vest and have a handheld “STOP” sign in their possession when they are at their designated areas. 

C.8.2.2  Standards:  


a.  Adequate coverage is provided at all locations during designated times.


b.  Control pedestrian movement in a calm and orderly manner to ensure the safety of children/pedestrians crossing the street.


c.  Stop vehicular traffic to facilitate pedestrian crossings in a calm and orderly manner, ensure traffic is not stopped in such a manner that would cause a traffic hazard.
