Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code

The CAGE Code is a five position code that identifies contractord doing business with the Federal Government, NATO member nations, and other foreign governments.  The CAGE Code is used to support a variety of mechanized systems throughout the government and provides for a standardized method of identifying a given facility at a specific location.n  The code may be used for a Facility Clearance, a Pre-Awards Survey, automated Bidders List, identification of Debarred Bidders, fast pay processes,, etc.

As required by the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulations Supplement (DFARS), all contractors are required to be registered with the Centeral Contractor’s Registration (CCR) prior to award of any contract, basic agreement, etc. All CCR Registrants are validated through the CAGE system.  If you have a CAGE code, it will be identified and applied to your Trading Partner Profile (TPP).  If you do not have a CAGE code, and are a U.S. Company, one will be assigned to you.
