This is the first place where incoming Soldiers will check in to begin
their in-processing. The Replacement Detachment is located in Bldg.
109 on the corner of Inner Loop Road and Langford Lake Road. If you
are arriving by car there are directional signs that will take you to the
building. It is staffed 24 hours a day, 7 days a week including weekends
and holidays.

The Landmark is located on Inner Loop Road. All of the rooms include

high speed internet access. There is also a laundry room (takes
quarters) and a playground. Room rates start at $93.00 per night and
they accept all Major Credit Cards but NO PERSONAL CHECKS. Pets are
normally kenneled at SGT Fuzzbuddy’s (near the hotel) or can be
allowed in your hotel room with additional deposit if there is no



vacancy at the kennel. The Landmark is usually very busy; MAKE YOUR
RESERVATIONS EARLY, AND LET THEM KNOW IF YOU HAVE PETS!!
There are also other hotels located off post in Barstow, but remember
that it is approximately 30 miles from Fort Irwin to the Barstow city

If you are arriving from overseas —
please be especially careful of this requirement as this shot may not
have been required in Europe.

Facts and Figures

Fort Irwin is located approximately 37 miles northeast of Barstow,
California in the High Mojave Desert midway between Las Vegas, Nevada
and Los Angeles, California. The installation is surrounded by desert hills
and mountains. Natural vegetation is sparse and consists of mesquite,
creosote, yucca plants and other low growing plants. Beautiful sunsets,
bluest skies, sunny days and wide open vistas are some of the pleasures
of the desert and give many visitors and local citizens a sense of freedom.
Fort Irwin maintains a small town atmosphere with town hall meetings
and other community forums even though soldiers from other
installations rotate through the NTC several times per year.

Directions - Fort Irwin is located approximately 37 miles northeast of
Barstow, California in the High Mojave Desert midway between Las
Vegas, Nevada and San Bernardino, California.

You can call the Replacement Detachment prior to your arrival to
obtain detailed information about the best mode of transportation
between servicing airports and Fort Irwin.

You can call the AG Replacement Detachment at, (760) 380-

4747/3006 or DSN 470-4747/3006 upon arrival. Collect calls are
accepted from the three servicing airports. If other transportation is
not available, the Replacement Detachment will dispatch a van (if
available) to pick you up. (Be prepared to wait a minimum of three
hours at the airport, as the van must travel from Fort Irwin to the
airport.) Due to the distance from Fort Irwin to the servicing airports,
AG Replacement personnel will not dispatch a van unless you are
physically present at the airport.



Arriving by Car - Fort Irwin is accessible via Interstate Highways 40 and
15, State Highways 58 and 247. All highways will lead into I-15. If
traveling North (towards Las Vegas) on I-15 get off at the Fort Irwin
Road exit. At the stop signh make a left and drive approximately 37 miles
until you reach the front gate. If traveling South (towards San
Bernardino) on I-15 get off at the Fort Irwin Road exit. At the stop sign
make a right and drive approximately 37 miles until you reach the front
gate. Make sure you have a valid driver’s license, Military ID, current
vehicle registration and proof of insurance or you will be delayed at the
gate. If possible, you should plan your arrival during daylight hours
especially if you have reservations at the Landmark Inn on post. The
desert can be very dark at night and roads are not well lit. There are no
gas stations between Barstow and Fort Irwin, so make sure you have
enough gas in your car before exiting on Fort Irwin Road.

Arriving by Air - The nearest airports are located in Ontario, CA (120
miles), Los Angeles, CA (175 miles) and Las Vegas, NV (180 miles). If you
arrive at one of the above airports, you will need to make
arrangements for transportation from the airport to Barstow.
Additional Arrival Options - For other methods of arrival, visit the
Military Homefront website, type in "Fort Irwin", and select search.
This will take you to everything there is to know about NTC-Fort Irwin.

Moving In & Getting Settled

Now that you have arrived on Ft Irwin, you are probably trying to get
used to the weather. Located in the middle of the Mojave, the
temperature here is, well, it’'s HOT!!! The weather in the fall & winter is
a bit milder, and nights can be relatively cool.

Part of the Soldier’s in-processing is housing and transportation. When
you visit these facilities you will get a better idea of when you will
receive your quarters and when your furniture will arrive, if it was
shipped by the Army.



There is no Temporary Furniture available while you are waiting for
your things to arrive, but the ACS lending closet has a limited supply of
kitchen items, portable cribs, and sleeping mats available.

To prevent waiting in long lines, you can call to make an appointment
to get your vehicle registered. 1-800-921-1117 or 1-800-777-0133. If
you have an appointment, go to the right side of the counter, where
there is a sign that says “Appointments Only” The current cost of
registration is $59 and can be paid in cash or with CA check. They do
not accept Credit Cards. Make sure to bring all of the following
paperwork.

Military ID

Proof of Insurance

REG 5045 (which you can get from the DMV website)

Proof of out of state citizenship (LES)

VIN Certification from CA Highway Patrol (if registering a brand new
car)

CA Smog Certification — cost is about $50 and can be done at various
locations. If you stop at the Provost Marshal’s Office they may have
coupons!



The nearest DMV to the post is in Barstow — 528 E. Virginia Way.

Schools —

The schools on posts are all part of the Silver Valley Unified School
District. While there are 4 schools located on Fort Irwin, they are still
CA Public Schools; they are not DoDDs (Military) schools. Our schools
are Lewis Elementary School (K — 2nd grade), Tiefort View Intermediate
School (3-5 grade), Ft Irwin Middle School (6 — 8 grade), & Colin Powell
Pre-School. All of these schools are located on Ft Irwin.

Silver Valley High School is located 35 miles from post and there is a
bus service to and from the high school, as well as an activity bus for
those students participating in after school activities.

General Colin Powell Preschool is a need based Head Start program for
children 3-4 years of age. The school is on post and they have both a
morning & afternoon program.

Cell Phone Service:

Please be aware that only Verizon & AT&T customers get reception on
Fort Irwin. There is a Verizon Store in the lobby of the Main PX where
you can sign up for either contract or pre-paid service.

Home Phone service is available through Verizon. Verizon will also
bundle their services with the Verizon Fios or Directv so that you will
get phone service, cable, & internet on one bill. If you choose this
option, make sure that you check out the current specials that are
being offered by Directv by going to www.directv.com Directv is the
only vendor that offers NFL Sunday Ticket.

Once you are a current customer you are no longer eligible for the
special promotions and it might be in your best interests to deal



directly with Directv. There is also DISH Network available and you can
check their specials and promotions at www.dishnetwork.com
Depending on your viewing preferences you may be able to get a great
rate on premier channels if you purchase a sports package such as NFL
Sunday Ticket.
