RULES OF ENGAGEMENT

1.  PURPOSE.     The Rules of Engagement (ROE) establishes the basic guidelines for the Force-on-Force and Live Fire training at the National Training Center.  It provides a consolidated reference for training conducted during rotational unit exercises and ensures the maximum in realism and safety while training on the NTC battlefield.

2.  APPLICABILITY.    The ROE applies to all personnel participating in, supporting, observing, or controlling rotational unit training at the NTC.  Exceptions to the ROE may only be granted by the Commanding General of the NTC or by the Commander of Operations Group (COG).

3.  RELATED REFERENCES.    The NTC will use field manuals and technical manuals as the basis for BLUFOR organization, tactics, and equipment capabilities and limitations.  OPFOR organization, tactics, and equipment capabilities and limitations will be governed by TRADOC 350-series PAMS.  The ROE supplements, but does not take precedence over NTC regulations.

4.  STRUCTURE.    The ROE is divided into chapters:
a. Chapter 1 (ADMINISTRATIVE).
b. Chapter 2 (INTELLIGENCE)

c. Chapter 3 (MANEUVER)

d. Chapter 4 (FIRE SUPPORT)

e. Chapter 5 (ENGINEER)

f. Chapter 6 (AIR DEFENSE)

g. Chapter 7 (LOGISTICS)

h. Chapter 8 (AVIATION)

i. Chapter 9 (CIVIL MILITARY OPERATIONS)
j. Chapter 10 (NBC OPERATIONS)

k. Chapter 11 (COMMAND AND CONTROL)
l. Chapter 12 (SAFETY)

Live Fire Restrictions are discussed by BOS/CCF in each chapter of these Rules of Engagement.
