“A Way” General Concept:  Aircraft flies from TAA “Green&Clear” to Route Owl to the FARP; upload 7.62mm rounds onto aircraft; fly to the Start Point (SP); obtain “Red Direct” through higher and load firing M60; begin firing run; engage targets to the Northwest; complete first firing run; stop; go internal “Green&Clear” for first firing door gunner; turn aircraft and prepare for second firing run; begin firing run (Red Direct status still valid); engage targets to the Northwest; complete second firing run; stop; obtain “Green&Clear”; report “Green&Clear” to Range POC who will forward through higher to the DTAC; fly to FARP; clear all weapons; exit area via Route OWL to TAA.  Units may fire additional gunners with a single aircraft by switching gunners at the FARP and repeating the process.

“Sample” FRAGO Task:  “Unit is authorized to conduct UH-60 door gunnery on Warrior Gunnery Range-West (see Annex __, to FRAGO __ to 52ID(M) OPORD __-__-__) from date/time group until mission complete but NLT date/time group.  Request permission to occupy range, change to weapons status (Red Direct/Green and Clear), and to depart range through higher to DTAC on Division FM Command Net.  See Appendix __ (Door Gunnery Range), this WARNO.  52ID(M) G-3 has coordinated range fans with adjacent and forward units.”
