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C.3.1  Airfield Operations Generaltc “C.3.2
AIRFIELD OPERATIONS”.  The Contractor shall manage and operate the Bicycle Lake Army Airfield (BLAAF).  BLAAF is the central location that facilitates administrative and tactical aviation activities and sustains aviation support operations for the National Training Center (NTC).

C.3.1.1  Tasks:  The Contractor shall:

a.  Operate BLAAF in accordance with (IAW) Field Manual (FM) 1-300 (Flight Operations and Airfield Management). 

b.  Provide services to all aircraft and crewmembers authorized to operate within the Fort Irwin airspace. 

C.3.2  Training Programtc “C.3.2.2
Training Program”. The contractor shall develop, implement, and maintain a training and procedure manual providing detailed guidance for a standardized training program for all individuals performing Airfield Operations duties IAW the guidance and requirements of:

C.3.2.1  Tasks:  The contractor shall submit the training program to the Government for acceptance 30 days prior to the contract start date.

C.3.6  Electronic Maintenance.  Maintain and repair the NTC Airspace Management System (AMS) communications hardware exclusive of those components maintained by the Directorate of Information Management (DOIM). Operate and maintain a ground-to-air two-way communications system at BLAAF and remotely located sites. Maintain Range Control radios, Air Force Metro radios, and Automated Terminal Information System (ATIS) radios.

C.3.6.1  Tasks:  The contractor shall:

a.  Maintain and repair 

(1)  Radios.

(2)  Filter and antenna systems.

(3)  Radio remote control systems

(4)  Remote alarm systems.

(5)  Interfaces to T1 multiplexors at the drop level.

d.  Maintain an inventory of secondary communications equipment that can replace a primary equipment failure.

C.3.9  Drop Zones (DZ).  Manage and control the opening and closing of DZ’s.

h.  Monitor the status of FW OSA mission requests and inform the requester and validator of the status.


i.  Prepare RW OSA after-action reports for G3 Aviation Officer’s signature.


j.  Coordinate and prepare rotational units’ support schedules and submit them to the G3 Aviation Officer.


k.  Maintain accurate files for all aviation mission requests and for all unit and installation flying hour correspondence and reports for the most current two fiscal years IAW AR 25-400-2, The Modern Army Record Keeping System (MARKS).


l.  Process requests for supply actions for equipment, repair parts, and office supplies in support of the needs and requirements of the G3 Aviation Office.


m.  Perform physical security duties for the G3 Aviation Office IAW:

a. The individual appointed as the Aviation Safety Officer (ASO) shall possess an aeronautical designation and a bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution or a minimum of 10 years equivalent training and experience in aviation safety program management.

b.  Provide a written memorandum with the details of all practice crash drills to the IASO within 7 working days. 


c. Compliance with the requirements and guidance of cited regulations, manuals, government directives, handbooks and other applicable publications.
C.3.18.3 Workload:


a.  Conduct rotational safety briefings, approximately 5 per rotation.

b.  Conduct quarterly hazard surveys.

c.  Exercise the Pre-Accident Plan monthly.

d.  Update safety files and maps quarterly.

e.  Inspect POL operations monthly.

f.  Conduct Accident Prevention Surveys semi-annually

g.  Process Operational Hazard Reports, within 48 hours of receipt.

h.  Review Foreign Objects Damage prevention program monthly.

i.  Assist accident investigation teams as required.

j.  Participate in Installation Safety and Standardization Committee (IASSC) and installation Safety Council (ISC).
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
