INTRODUCTION


Background: During the 1950s and 1960s Soviet citizens were urged to help settle the "New Lands" of the Maderarump Soviet Socialist Republic. The influx of immigrants (mostly Ursans, but including some deported minority nationalities) skewed the ethnic mixture and enabled non-Maderans to outnumber natives. Independence has caused many of these newcomers to emigrate. Current issues include: resolving ethnic differences; containing refugees and illicit trade from Amador; speeding up market reforms; establishing stable relations with Sonoma, Colusa, China, and other foreign powers; and developing and expanding the country's abundant energy resources.

Environment - current issues: radioactive or toxic chemical sites associated with its former defense industries and test ranges are found throughout the country and pose health risks for humans and animals.  Industrial pollution is severe in some cities; because the two main rivers, which flowed into the Gulf of Bernardino, have been diverted for irrigation, it is drying up and leaving behind a harmful layer of chemical pesticides and natural salts.  These substances are then picked up by the wind and blown into noxious dust storms.  Soil pollution from overuse of agricultural chemicals and salination from poor infrastructure and wasteful irrigation practices.

Elections: president elected by popular vote for a seven-year term; election last held 10 January 1999, a year before it was previously scheduled (next to be held NA 2006); note - President Struky's previous term had been extended to 2000 by a nationwide referendum held 30 April 1995; prime minister and first deputy prime minister appointed by the president.
 
Note: President Sturky expanded his presidential powers by decree: only he can initiate constitutional amendments, appoint and dismiss the government, dissolve Parliament, call referenda at his discretion, and appoint administrative heads of regions and cities. 

Legislative branch: bicameral Parliament consists of the Senate (73 seats; 7 senators are appointed by the president.  Other members are popularly elected, two from each province and Ontario, to serve six-year terms) and the Maderat (67 seats; the addition of 10 "Party List" seats brings the total to 77.  Members are popularly elected to serve three-year terms).  Note - a number of Senate seats come up for reelection every two years, but the entire Maderat is elected every three years.

ECONOMY



Economy - overview: Madera, the third largest of the former Ursa Soviet Republics in territory, possesses enormous untapped fossil fuel reserves as well as plentiful supplies of other minerals and metals. It also has considerable agricultural potential with its vast steppe lands accommodating both livestock and grain production. Madera's industrial sector rests on the extraction and processing of these natural resources and also on a relatively large machine building sector specializing in construction equipment, tractors, agricultural machinery, and some defense items. The breakup of the Soviet Ursa and the collapse of demand for Madera's traditional heavy industry products have resulted in a sharp contraction of the economy since 1991, with the steepest annual decline occurring in 1994. In 1995-97 the pace of the government program of economic reform and privatization quickened, resulting in a substantial shifting of assets into the private sector. The December 1996 signing of the Bernardino Pipeline Consortium agreement to build a new pipeline from western Madera's Tinges oil field to the Gulf of Bernardino increases prospects for substantially larger oil exports in several years. Madera's economy turned downward in 1998 with a 2.5% decline in GDP growth due to slumping oil prices and the August financial crisis in Ursa Soviet. A bright spot in 1999 was the recovery of international oil prices, which, combined with a well-timed tenge devaluation and a bumper grain harvest, pulled the economy out of recession. Madera also employs an aggressive tariff program for use of its excellent port facilities that has drawn considerable regional criticism. Especially since four of its neighbors are landlocked an rely on Maderan ports to export their resources and products.

TRANSNATIONAL ISSUES


Disputes - international: Amadori militants continue to violate Madera’s international border while conducting drug and arms smuggling operations from Amador’s southeastern border to the Gulf of Bernardino and to Sonoma.  (Amadori operatives smuggle locally produced and Sonomaian produced drugs to ports in the Gulf of Bernardino and Sonoman produced arms to Amador through sovereign Maderan territory.  Recurring crackdowns on these activities have greatly soured Madera’s relations with the Amadori government and with ethnic Amadoris in the country’s northwestern region.  These crackdowns have also strained already tense relations with the Coronian-backed government of Sonoma since Maderan ministers continue to imply Sonoman complicity in the drugs and arms trade.



Illicit drugs: significant illicit cultivation of cannabis and limited cultivation of opium poppy and ephedra (for the drug ephedrone).  Limited government eradication program; cannabis consumed largely in the CIS; used as transshipment point for illicit drugs to Ursa Soviet, North America, and Western Europe from Southwest Asia.
