SUBJECT:  NTC Rotation xx-xx Observer/Controller Augmentation Requirements

1.  Reference.        

     a.    NTC Reg 350-50-1, dtd 31 March 1998.

b. FC-J3-TA MSG dtd 171000z AUG 87, subject:  Troop Lists for the National Training Center.

2.  This Observer/Controller (O/C) augmentation list supports the troop list for xxxxxx NTC Rotation xx-xx.  NTC G3, Chief of Plans and Operations (DSN 470-4058) will address requests for additions, changes or deletions to this list.   NTC Operations Group will make administrative changes to the augmentation list (contact SGT xxxxx at DSN 470-5025, COMM: (760) 380-5025 or FAX DSN 470-4422; alternate POC will be SFC xxxxx, DSN 470-5149).

3.  Travel Arrangements (All travel is to/from Ontario, CA.):  


a.  Augmentees that are not NTC O/C qualified  (NTC Observer/Controller Academy (O/CA) Certified):  must arrive at the Ontario Airport, California  NLT xxxxxx xxx xx to attend the O/C Academy.  A NTC representative will meet arriving personnel at the baggage claim area and direct them to a commercial bus that will arrive at xxxx hrs and depart at xxxx hrs for transport to Fort Irwin. Upon arrival at NTC all personnel will receive a briefing on billeting, training schedule and available post facilities. A bus will depart from the O/CA billeting for transportation to Ontario Airport at xxxxxx xxx xx. All O/C Augmentees must then return to Ontario Airport, California NLT xxxxxx xxx xx for Rotation xx-xx. 

b. Augmentees that are currently O/C qualified:  must arrive at the Ontario Airport, California NLT xxxxxx xxx xx. An NTC representative will meet arriving personnel at the baggage claim area and direct them to a commercial bus that will arrive at xxxx hrs and depart at xxxx hrs for transport to Fort Irwin. Upon arrival at NTC all personnel will receive a briefing on billeting, training schedule and available post facilities.


Note: if you have not received a Diploma from the NTC Observer/Controller Academy, FT. Irwin, CA within 24 months of your scheduled rotation, then you are not O/C qualified.



c.  DTOC Augmentees:  must arrive at the Ontario Airport, California NLT xxxxxx xxx xx. An NTC representative will meet arriving personnel at the baggage claim area and direct them to a commercial bus that will arrive at xxxx hrs and depart at xxxx hrs for transport to Fort Irwin. Upon arrival at NTC all personnel will receive a briefing on billeting, training schedule and available post facilities  


d.  Departure: All O/C Augmentees must make return reservations for NET xxxxxx xxx xx. A bus will depart from the O/CA billeting on xxxxxx xxx xx for transportation to Ontario Airport, CA. 

e.  Deviations from stated itinerary will likely incur non- reimbursable expenses.  NTC will only provide transportation to and from Ontario Airport on specific dates and times listed.

f.   Alternate Travel Arrangements:  Travel arrangements that do not meet the itinerary outlined in paragraph 3a, 3b, and 3c are at the expense of the unit and the soldier.  If you miss the bus provided be aware that there is no shuttle to/from Ontario, CA from Fort Irwin. Personnel arriving after xxxxxx xxx xx, and xxxxxx xxx xx are to take a cab (approx. $12.00) from the airport to the Clairmont bus station. Catch the bus to Barstow (approx. $21.00).  Before departing the Clairmont bus station call the NTC Emergency Operations Center (EOC) (760-380-3750) and inform EOC personnel of your expected arrival time at the Barstow Bus Station.  Report to the O/C Academy (bldg. 597) at 0700 hr. the following morning.  These directions apply under emergency conditions only (Flight delays resulting from airline schedule changes, Equipment problems, or weather delays).  You will not be reimbursed without proper justification.  
4.  Standards for selected O/C augmentees.  Selected Augmentee O/Cs should have no flags or bars, no profiles, no pending UCMJ, and the minimum confidential or secret clearance required.  Platoon trainers should have one (1) year minimum Platoon Sergeant experience and be an ANCOC graduate.  Company trainers should have one (1) year minimum Command experience and be branch qualified.  Section/Individual trainers need working knowledge and experience on equipment they will O/C. O/C qualified bring one copy of your O/C Academy diploma.

5.  Training.  Augmentees that are not O/C certified will report to bldg. 597 on 5th street (between G Avenue and South Loop Road), at xxxxxx xxx xx for in-briefing and O/C certification training.  O/C certified personnel will report xxxxxx xxx xx to bldg. 588 on 5th street, for sign in.

6.  Equipment Requirements.  Organizational clothing and equipment required includes: kevlar helmet w/cover and chinstrap; LBE w/two canteens, first aid pouch and pistol belt; sleeping bag w/mattress pad; cold weather parka w/liner; wet weather suit;  map case; lensatic compass; goggles (wind and dust), Night Vision Device (AN/PVS 5 or 7); Global Positioning System (AN/PSN-11) ; flashlight w/red filter; field jacket w/gloves;  protective mask; rucksack; shelter half, pegs, poles and rope; flak jacket; military PT uniform; seasonal cold weather clothing; a padlock and civilian attire for transportation on commercial flights (note: Operations Group cannot supply TA-50).  Personnel must come ready to work and live in the harsh environment of the Mojave Desert. DTOC Augmentees do not require NVG’s, PRO MASK or GPS.  FORSCOM augmentees are required to bring controller guns/green keys from homestation.

7.  HMMWV License Requirements.  Personnel, to include aviation O/Cs, must bring valid DD Form 348 and SF 46 licensed for a HMMWV.  Augmentees arriving without a valid SF46 and DD Form 348 will be returned to their parent unit and the unit will have to replace them.  PERSONNEL CAN NOT ATTEND O/C ACADEMY WITHOUT A LICENSE! DTOC Augmentees do not require a license. 

8.  All individuals who are selected to be O/C Augmentees or DTOC Augmentees need to be given a copy of this memorandum to ensure proper times, dates and equipment are adhered to.
9.  Administrative Requirements.  A list of names, SSN#, and positions to be filled must be sent to Commander, Operations Group, Attn.: ATXY-P, SGT Cabaluna, Fort Irwin, CA, 92310-5000, NLT xx xxx xx.  Coordinate by telephone for fax or e-mail submission of this list10.  Billeting and Rations.  Government quarters are available (furnished with a washer and dryer, a bunk and a wall locker) for use during non-field duty times.  Augmentees will not eat with or receive rations from the rotational training unit.  Augmentee personnel must be on separate rations to sustain themselves in the field environment. DA Form 1610 must have the following in block 16: “The government rate will be paid xxxxxx xxx xx. During this period government mess is available.  During the period of xxxxxx xxx xx government mess would adversely effect the mission and Partial Per Diem will be paid.  Rental car is not authorized.  Lodging is provided. Government meals and quarters will be utilized.”   While in the field  O/C’s eat commercially procured and individually prepared foods. Augmentees need sufficient funds available to sustain themselves throughout the duration of their TDY.  Coolers and ice are provided to store and protect perishable food items.

11.  Duty Hours/Uniform. The O/C Academy and the O/C Team senior trainer will stipulate duty hours and uniform throughout the period of augmentation. Normal duty uniform is BDU’s.
