MEDDAC Highlights



 The Department of Health Affairs launched a new patient satisfaction survey across the 

DoD called JOES, or the Joint Outpatient Experience Survey. This outpatient survey 

combines and standardizes the previous surveys used by the Army, Navy and Air Force.

 JOES will focus on beneficiaries’ healthcare experience, whether the care is received at an 

MTF or in the TRICARE network.

 JOES ensures beneficiaries receive the same questionnaire to relate their healthcare 

experiences.

 JOES has a direct financial impact on our MTFs. The greater number of “satisfied” 

surveys our beneficiaries complete, the more services potentially for our community.

 These surveys will provide direct feedback to our providers—from front desk clerks to the 

physicians treating the patient—the intent is to improve the support and care we provide 

our beneficiaries.
